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1. Rules: The Regatta will be governed by the Rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (current version).

a. RRS 29.2 General Recall is modified to allow the race committee to use any amount of time it wishes after the lowering of the general recall flag before resuming racing operations.

2. Eligibility: The Racing Series is open to boats that have an Active Member, Lake Associate or Race Fellow of the Eagle Creek Sailing Club aboard as the “Person in Charge” as stated in RRS 46 and ECSC Club bylaws VI C.  

3.
